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The Cryogenic Service Room is one of the common facilities in the Institute of Industrial Science and 
supplies liquid helium (-269 °C), liquid nitrogen (-196 °C), nitrogen gas (0.7 MPa) and primary pure water to 

the laboratories. Since helium is a scarce and expensive resource, we supply liquid helium through a 
recycling method in which evaporated helium gas is collected and re-liquefied.
